Programme of the 11th (practical) semester of the 
2018/2019 academic year
1. The schedule
The 11th semester of the 2018/2019 academic year lasts from 3rd of September 2018 to 18th of January 2019. There is a compulsory (Christmas) vacation between 17th of December 2018 and 1st of January 2019. The official 2-week practical examination period of the 11th semester is between 21st of January and 1st of February 2019, dedicated for those exams which have to be taken after practical blocks spent abroad and/or not having passed at the end of the block taken at Hungarian practical placements.
A 2-week laboratory diagnostic, a 4-week food hygiene/state veterinary medicine (2 weeks for each), and three, 4-week each clinical practical blocks have to be fulfilled during the semester. In the framework of the 3 clinical blocks, every student has to take at least 1 herd medicine, and the remaining 2 clinical blocks can be chosen as equine, herd (including aquatic veterinary medicine), and/or small (or exotic) animal medicine. According to the above system, the following variations can be chosen:
· herd medicine – herd medicine – small animal
· herd medicine - herd medicine - equine
· herd medicine - small animal - small animal (or exotic)
· herd medicine - equine - equine
· herd medicine - small animal - equine
English speaking students are encouraged and allowed to take and fulfil their practical blocks abroad, especially non-clinical blocks in their home country in order to get acquainted with specific veterinary customs, rules and regulations they will encounter as well as obtaining relationships with local veterinarians they will work with after graduation. Even though all blocks can be fulfilled abroad, practical exams have to be taken at the responsible department of the University during the exam period of the 11th semester (see above). Nevertheless, exams belonging blocks which have been fulfilled in Hungary are to be taken at the end of the given block during the course of the 11th semester. The administration concerning taking the subject as well as examinations must be arranged via our web based REGISTRATION system as well as the NEPTUN system (see details below)!
Practical blocks taken abroad have to be arranged by the student providing and uploading an “acceptance letter” signed and verified by the head of the practical placement/institution using the REGISTRATION web interface of the semester by the end of the 10th semester (18th of May 2018). This document is to verify that the practical placement/institution is able to provide the student the possibility of fulfilling at least 70% of the “day one competence” requirement list of the discipline prescribed by the responsible department of the University. These requirements are readily available for down-loading after 21st March 2018 ( http://www.univet.hu/en/featured-units/secretariat-of-international-study-programs/11semester/ ). 
Practical blocks taken in Hungary are organised by the University administration also using the same web-based REGISTRATION system being available for the students after 21st March 2018. The students will get their log-in codes and, after entering, will be able to choose amongst the available practical placements. It will be possible for English speaking students, at a certain extent, of giving time preference as well. The registration for placements will be closed by the end of the study period of the 10th semester (18th of May 2018).  
The official individual programme (including abroad as well as Hungarian placements) being set up by the end of the exam period of the 10th semester, will be officially finalised after getting the list of students successfully passing all the 10th semester exams and allowed to enter the 11th semester from the Education Office. After the closure of the REGISTRATION system, Hungarian placements cannot be changed anymore because these practical trainings will be approved by the University and the supervisor within an official contract. Nevertheless, abroad placements organised by the student might be modified due to unexpected reasons, but only within the framework of the allowed block variations seen above. In this case the student has to send a requiring letter to practical.semester@gmail.com, and the webmaster will open the REGISTRATION system as long as the modification of the abroad placement is being made. As a result of this protocol the system always provides the University with up-to-date information about where the students are exactly in a certain period of time.  
As every year so far, there will be a possibility of taking a so called “delayed” 11th semester between 14th of January and 17th of May 2019, just for those English speaking students, who cannot pass all exams until the end of the official examination period of the 10th semester, or do not want to enter the “normal” 11th semester due to personal reason and/or own decision. This latter decision should be reported to student@univet.hu informing that the student does not want to apply for the “normal” 11th semester by the end of the exam period of the 10th semester. The prerequisites of entering the “delayed” 11th semester are (1) to pass all missing exams of the 10th semester by 9th of January 2019 and, (2) to understand that all “delayed” practical blocks have to be spent abroad because there are - by law - no Hungarian placements available for the “delayed” 11th semester. Nevertheless, due to quality control (ISO, EAEVE) reasons, all the practical exams of the “delayed” 11th semester have to be taken in Hungary during the exam period of the “delayed” 11th semester between 20th and 31rd May 2019. Once the last exam of the 10th semester is passed and/or the decision has been made to choose “delayed” 11th semester, it is allowed to start fulfilling abroad blocks right away. However, initiating the “delayed” 11th semester earlier than the official starting date does not alter or change the official timing of the semester, concerning the exam period and the state final exam (see table below). The registration process of the “delayed” 11th semester concerning web based REGISTRATION and NEPTUN system is exactly the same as for the ordinary 11th semester (see above). 
2. Tuition fee of the 11th semester including final state exam
Although the official tuition fee of the entire 11th semester and the state exam period remains €5,490, this has to be paid just in case the student takes all practical blocks in Hungary. If one fulfils all blocks abroad, the basic tuition fee will turn to €2,490, which covers the administration of the semester, the exams, organisation of the state exam and the issuing of the diploma. In case one wants to take one or some blocks in Hungary, there will be “block fee(s)” added to the basic tuition fee according to the following order:
· Diagnostic block (2 weeks): €500 
· Clinical block (4 weeks of herd, equine, small animal, or exotic pets): €500  per block
· Food hygiene/State veterinary medicine (2+2=4 weeks): €1,000.

3. The schedule of the 11th practical semester:
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
