GENERAL REMARKS

The Academic Year begins in September and corafigtgo terms, ¥ and 29 or Winter- and
Spring-term, respectively, each being concluded Byweek examination period. The studies
progress as semesters 1-11. A semester coincidesongé term. For the purpose of special
occasions (Students’ Carnival, International Dayelithg etc.) the Rector can suspend
teaching for a limited period of time.

Time schedules and exam regulations are diffemgrgdmester 1-10 and theé"lemester. The
international (German- and English-language) stoicdhgrams are mainly identical with the
Hungarian-language program in their content buteaessarily in regulations.

You are welcome to contact the Student’s Secréetfaniaacademic guidance, e.g. in regards of
exams, electives, student status.

Registration for the semester

At the beginning of each term students (also inastialthough at registration) have to register
at the Secretariat of International Study Prograesumenting the fulfillment of all
requirements necessary to enter the relevant semgsie below).

For students of the first semester, an on-sitesteion is required, which will be held on the
39 of September 2026 at 10:00 in the Aula Maximatfa English program.

Registration for the subjects/courses of the semest

At the beginning of each semester, students mustgister for the courses in the Neptun
system by the last working day of the second week the term-time. Please note that all
students have to be registered for all courses toebattended in the given semester, for
retake and inactive courses and electives as walithout being registered for a course, the
student is not allowed to visit lectures and prattcourses, and no exams can be taken from
the given course. Please carefully check thefigtecompulsory subjects (including practical
blocks, summer practices etc) prescribed for thergsemester in the curriculum, and please



check the Neptun for the available electives. Sttgifailing to register for a necessary course
in the Neptun, they may, by no later tHEh October or 10 Marchrespectivelyrequest the
vice rector for study affairs via the Neptun systento give permission for late course
registration, in return for an additional service fee. Afteaththere is no other opportunity
for further course registratioAccording to the Code of Student RemunerationsFaes the
fee for registering for a subject outside the regigon period is 25, - EUR per subject, which
is to be paid through the Neptun systdde-registration from a given subject is possible
according to the same regulations as mentionedeatacerning the subject registration.
The attendance at classes is obligatory. Absemee &ny class does not excuse the student
from her/his responsibility for the work done, m@kcovered or from any announcement
made during her/his absence. There is a closelatore between students who miss classes
and those who fail their exams. The maximal numifethree unjustified absences from
lectures is allowed per subject and semester, vallilmissed practical courses must be made
up according to the departments’ regulations.

In case a student misses any practicals, the givieject will not be acceptelllore than 30%
of absence from an academic subject in a term regalin an automatic exclusion from the
semester, while the reason for being not presentiiselevant.

According to the “firewall” system, there is no waygetting registered for curricular
semester 5 without having passed all the compulsomgxams of semesters 1-4 and for
curricular semester 9 without having passed all theompulsory exams of semesters 5-8.
Also: strict prerequisite of entering the 11" (practical) semester is to pass all compulsory
exams of the first five years and to collect the miired min. 30 credit points from elective
courses (min. 60% from “B” electives).

If a subject is comprised of more semesters, stgdean be registered for a higher semester
only if they have already attended (even if unsasfidly) the previous semester(s) of the
subject. Please also see the special regulatio#sédomy later.

Exemptions from courses (based on previous undernd postgraduate studies)

Transfer-students might be exempted from certain academic subjelceady studied at
university level. Please furnish the Secretaridntdrnational Study Programs (and NOT the

Midterm tests can be organized by the department®ndition that they are announced at the
beginning of the semester.

Requirement to sit aexamis the acceptance of the semester certified bydigmature” of
the authorised lecturer of the subject. The stedgrd book (“black book”) has to be presented
at the oral / practical exam; an ID / passport of the student should also be presented at the exam

if asked for.

A range of available exam dates (within the timefeabelow) is offered by the departments
via theNeptun system.Participation at the exam is not allowed withoeinlg registered for

it. You are welcome to register for an exam evehaeuit having met the prerequisite of sitting
it. If you do not register for an exam date (foraatual, not a postponed one from an earlier
period) in Neptun, or the student does not appedneaindicated time for the exam, the
opportunity is lost! If the student does not shgfor an exam he/she registered for, and the
absence is not justified a fee of 25 EUR must hd. @2eadlines for exam-(de) registration,
modifications are indicated in Neptun. Default 3AM of the previous working day. Please
pay attention to the end of the add/drop perioeh@ms: deadlines are vital.

The grading in oral exams follows usually the piptes below:

1. Fail: the knowledge of the student about the gitagric(s) is not sufficient, after major
mistakes/ignorance the student cannot answer substantive questions of the examiner;

2. Passing: the knowledge of the student about heidpis(s) is very brief, but the student
can answer substantive questions of the examiner;

3. Fair: the knowledge of the student about her/héc{g) is acceptable, or the student has
stabile knowledge about the majority of topics, but one of the topics is barely acceptable;

4. Good: the knowledge of the student about her/lpg(s) is good, but the student cannot
answer other questions of the examiner;

5. Excellent: the knowledge of the student about hetdpic(s) is very good, her/his answers
do not leave any questions to the examiner or tirdest can confidently answer other
questions of the examiner.

Written exams are usually graded according to the following grade scale: up to 59% = 1, fail;

60 —69% = 2, passing; 70 — 79% = 3, fair; 80 — 89% = 4, good; 90 — 100% = 5, excellent.
This is, however, for general orientation only. Bements are entitled to use a different
grading scale for each and every exam, even oféhesame subject - and it does not have
to be a proportionate one.



Results of written exams will be published in theptin-system within two working days.
You can ask for a revision of your paper or lodgemplaint within three further days. Should
a result be missing from or recorded in the Nepgtystem incorrectly, students are urged to
report tostudent@univet.hwithin three days.

Should you re-take (a successful) exam the latestegobtained is becoming valid. When
being allowed to re-take a subject, previous resoitit (mid-terms, signature etc.) are not
valid anymore. The maximum number of exam repetitba successful exam is limited in
three/semesters in total, for all the subjects.

Plagiarism and cheating are a violation of the rsity’s academic regulations and are
subject to disciplinary action. Students who faittedit properly ideas or materials taken from
another commit plagiarism. Putting your name orneagof work — any part of which is not

yours — constitute plagiarism, unless that pieoeiarly marked and the work from which you
have borrowed is fully identified.

Cheating during an exam includes but is not limtted.g. peaking at other’s exam, using non-
permissible electronic devices or assistance. Uf e caught in a dishonest act during the
course of an examination you will be reported te Becretariat of International Study

Programs. Students found guilty of cheating witteige a failing grade on that exam and
might be subject to further disciplinary actionnBlies - even the dismissal from the school
- may be imposed at the discretion of the relegaiiorities.

the student does not show up for an exam he/shstesgd for, and the absence is not
justified a fee of 25 EUR must be paid

e altogether three further, postponed occasionare available for the exam within any of
the following periods:

- Fall semester:siDecember — end of January

- Spring semester"®May — end of June

In these cases, students have to be registerdidefoetake course of the subject.



- For subjects of thetand & semester (regarding the firewall): within the tweeks
around the start of the academic year in September.

- For subjects of the 10semester: two weeks as an extended exam periectigiafter
the regular May/June exam period. During the exddnelxam period, only one exam
chance per subject is possible.

However, pay attention to deadlines: on late regfisin a surcharge will be levied (EUR
100/week). Please remember: without being regidtgoe are not entitled to attend classes.

Students can sit exams in an unlimited number bfestis within any exam period. The last
week of the exam period is reserved for re-takkade do keep this limitation in mind when
setting upyour own, individual exam scheduleand rearranging it, postponing dates etc. It is
your responsibility to make a good use of the effiechances, dates! The minimal waiting-
time for repetition of a failed exam might be sgtthe head-of-department. In case of final
exams, the next exam attempt can be carried rtthiteecalendar days following the failed
exam at the earliest.

With subjects extending over several semesters xaay accumulate. Even in these cases,
however, exams must be given in a strict themdtiomological order relevant to the subject.
This means that first comes the earliest postpa@an of the subject then the next one.
Although exams cargn the students’ risk(!) be shiftedto a later period, no exams can be
skipped or taken in reverse thematic orBterthermore, the following subject prerequisites
must be regarded:

(part of a) subject is limited in total to two. Hewer, for students starting in or after the
academic year 2025/2026, re-visiting a subjechiy possible if the semester has not been
accepted (the signature of the course has beeadjehlith the exception of Anatomy 1 and
Anatomy 2, once the given semester of the couraedspted (signed), it is not possible to re-
visit the course, students can only attend retakénactive course of the given subject
thereafter.

Regulations of the inactive semesters

If a student cannot pass all the exams of the gpjate firewall (after #, 8" and 16"
semesters), the student status has to becomevimabld tuition fee is required when the

/ permission to attend classes. In this case, hewawegistration fee of EUR 300/year has to
be paid and a registration for the inactive semestdleptun is required until 15 September
and 15 February, respectively.

Two chances for each missingnéaare granted during an inactive
semester, meaning altogether four exam possikililering two consecutive inactive
semesters. Unused exam chances cannot be postigothednext semester, they will be lost.
The exam chances might be used either outsidetbirvthe exam periods, i.e. from 1 October
until the end of the winter exam period (beginnafd-ebruary), and from 1 March until the
end of the summer exam period (end of June) -tasdadicated by the department(s) via the
Neptun-system for inactive students. Please nateitlactive students are encouraged to be
examined before the exam period due to the highbenmof active students to be examined in
the exam period. Hence, the department can degigeotide or not to provide exam dates
for inactive students in the exam period, pleasefoemed on time concerning the available
exam dates! In case of subjects of tfieahd & semester, inactive students can also be
examined within the two weeks around the starthef dcademic year in September if the



department decides to provide exam date(s) fortivesc within this time period, and if the
student has still unused exam chances from thagpractive semester. Participation at the
exam is not allowed for inactives without beingiségred for it. A re-activation of the student
status during the inactive semester is not possibéetive students are not allowed to visit
elective courses.

If a student is in an inactive semester, but hasigiwature from a given subject (missing some
mid-term requirementsihe student status is considered as part-timavhich means that the
student has to be registered for the regular ttieat€00) and practical courses of the subject,
which has to be re-visited due to the missing gignea In this case, if the signature is missing,
no repetition fee is to be paid for re-visiting tbject. However, the student is considered as
inactive for all further subjects, from which orntlye exam is missing, and the student has to
be registered for the inactive courses of thesgestsh

Students are allowed to be inactive for a maximéitawo consecutive semesters. If the student
has still not completed all the required examsdotioue her/his studies after two inactive
semesters, the student status has to be terminated.

Taking all active and inactive semesters togetsteients have maximum ten examination
possibilities in a subject, 3+3 chances as actvdent, and 2+2 chances as inactive student.
These numbers cannot be exceeded under any ciaeest even not in case of readmission!

Readmission

Students with terminated status can apply for résslon to become a part-time student. The
readmission application is evaluated on a casealg-basis, and it is possible only once for
each student. Readmission is only possible if thdent has only one missing subject to
continue his/her studies (or max. two in case adtdmy 3 + Topographic Anatomy), and the
student has not used up all the ten exam chanoestfre given subject in case of the first 2
academic years (first four semesters). (Conceriireggnumber of possible further exam
chances, only such exam chances are consideresbdsan which the student has failed or
has been absent despite of a valid exam regisirdtmst exam chances of regular, retake and
inactive semesters are not calculated to the tistd exam chances.) In case of students of the
third or higher years (from five to 10 semestersgdmission is only possible if the student
has the maximum of three missing subjects to caethis/her studies, and the student has not
used up all the ten exam chances from the givejesiub

Part-time students following readmission are vigjtthe missing course for a special tuition
fee - if their request was granted. When re-vigitirsubject, previous results of it (mid-terms,
signature etc.) are not valid anymore. Same ruhbekragulations (compulsory attendance,
exam dates etc.) are valid as for regular students.

If a student, in a particular subject, has not eshted the number of exam possibilities allowed
in the given semester, it may be permitted to takepeated exam during the first week of the
spring semester following the winter exam periadjuring the two-week period subsequent
to the exam period that follows the spring semeptevided that the student already attempted
the particular exam and failed. Please note theth ®xam under equitable treatment is not
possible from the subjects of the 10th semesténexe is the extended exam period in July
being available for all active students of the 18#mester. No exam possibilities under
equitable treatment can be granted in/after thevswek exam period (4th and 8th semester
subjects) at the beginning of September. The reqgisesequitable treatment has to be

submitted via the Neptun system no later than eréht day of the exam period.

An examination possibility under equitable treatimienthe aforementioned time period can
be provided by the Vice Rector for Study Affairadat can be granted only once during the
studies at UVMB. Further, if the student could attend her/his last registered exam attempt
due to unfavorable health conditions (justifiedéynedical certificate), the Vice Rector for
Study Affairs can provide an exam possibility witithe aforementioned time frame as an
equitable treatment.

Please note that no further exam possibilitiestmgranted under equitable treatment if the
maximal possible number of exam chances for thergsubject and exam period/semester (3
+ 3 chances for active studenBschances per inactive semester) is already usedrithe
maximal possible number of exam attempts (10) ®fjikken subject is reached by the student!
It has to be stressed that an exam under equitab&ment is only possible in the
aforementioned cases and conditions!

STIPENDIUM HUNGARICUM SCHOLARSHIP AND
STUDENT AT RISK SCHOLARSHIP GENERAL
REMARKS

As a new Stipendium Hungaricum student you will chee Hungarian Tax ID and a
Hungarian bank account.

As a Stipendium Scholarship holder you are eligfblethe National Health Card (“TAJ
kartya” or “TAJ” ID). So you will be able to usedlHungarian health care system, have
medication, have special treatment or go to hdsfatalonger if necessary for free. You
can apply for the TAJ ID and card at the custoneevise office of the Health Insurance
Authority Department (Egészségbiztositasi HatoBégsztaly | szamu tgyfélszolgalata).
The scholarship holder (participating in bachetogster or one tier master programme)
accepts to take part in Hungarian as a foreigndagg and culture course in the first year
of her/his studies and as a compulsory obligatifste has to pass the exam after the two
semester-long course.

The scholarship holder must complete 18 credittheraverage of the last two semesters
where the student status was not interrupted éiagns a total of 36 credits).

The scholarship holder must inform the higher etlananstitution if he/she spends more

than 10 days consecutively abroad during the spatiod. In case of more than 30 days
consecutively spent abroad the scholarship holdes diot receive monthly allowance and
accommodation allowance starting from the decigioout the permission.

If you go inactive or passive for a year or a séaregou won't receive the allowances.

Signing the contract with the institution must beaaged between the scholarship holder
and the university.

The scholarship holder must habitually reside im¢fary during the study period and must
inform the higher education institute in case @fviag for a consecutive period of more
than 14 days during the study period. In case ibhfato meet the requirement of giving
information about the stay abroad prior to the dtathe higher education institute has a
competency to decide to terminate the scholarghips of the student.

Tuition-free education — exemption from the payneuition fee.

A student can be transferred from the self-finanstedus to a Stipendium Hungaricum
scholarship founded status if there is a free sghblp place available, the student has at
least two completed semesters and has an adjustdit index of at least 4.0 on average
over the last two completed semesters.
